New Visitor/License
Scanning Procedures

A new Badge Pass Visitor
management system is being
introduced and piloted at
each school building. All
visitors will be required to
provide a valid photo
identification (driver’s
license, state-issued ID,
military ID) that will be
scanned in to the

system. The system will
then run a check against the
National Sex Offender
Registry, produce a dated ID
Badge with picture and
maintain a record of who
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checked in and out of the
building.
