The Librarian works closely with classroom teachers 

to provide access to current technology and Web 

2.0 tools to create presentations, websites, videos, 

and a variety of other projects. 

 

Students are instructed throughout their time at the 

Junior Senior High School on how to research. The 

Modern Language Association (MLA) style is used 

building-wide. Each year, students progress through 

the research process by using different types of 

resources and writing styles. To prepare students 

for college, access to a variety of databases are 

provided for students to use in their research.
